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FROM THE DESK OF OUR PASTOR 
 
 
 
 
 

As we continue this year of mercy and enter this month of September, we will 
focus on the Spiritual Work of Mercy, ñInstruct the Ignorant.ò  óIgnorantô is not 
a word with which most of us would like to be associated. It might be helpful 
to give this work a different name: share the good news.  We are not called 
just to impart information, but to ñAlways be ready to give an explanation to 

anyone who asks you for a reason for your hope,
 
but do it with gentleness and reverenceò (1 Peter 

3:15-16). 
   
We cannot share what we do not have.  This work of mercy obliges us to deepen our knowledge of 
and love for our Catholic faith, not only for ourselves, but so that we can go forth, as Jesus calls us 
to, to make disciples of all nations. Thus to carry out this spiritual work we need to deepen our own 
knowledge in a way that nurtures our union with God. Over the next weeks, you will see in the bulle-
tin, a series on apologetics, or how to defend our faith, focusing on several areas of our faith that 
we, or others, may not truly understand or be able to explain.  My hope is that this series will help 
ALL of us to grow in knowledge and understanding as a basis for sharing and defending our faith.  If 
there is a question or teaching that you have that you would like addressed in the bulletin, please let 
me know! 
 
In addition to KNOWING our faith in order to instruct others, I am convinced that the best instruction 
often comes from example. If people see that our faith makes a difference in the way we live our 
daily lives ï how we treat people, how we deal with setbacks and difficulties, and how we set our 
priorities ï they may want to learn more about it. Some of the best Catholic teaching happens with-
out uttering a word, but instead by the example of those who live their Catholic faith fully in hope, 
love and charity. As in the spirit of St. Francis of Assisi who once said, ñPreach the Gospel at all 
times, and if necessary, use words.ò 
 
So, instructing the ignorant is a work of mercy that calls us to call others to the Gospel of Jesus and 
to a deeper understanding and living of our faith.  It calls us to KNOW our faith, LIVE our faith, and 
be prepared, to DEFEND our faith, as St. Peter says, ñwith gentleness and reverence.ò  Let us all 
strive, each day, to grow in knowledge of our faith, a truth that has the power to set us and others 
free.

But scholars call this 
Semitic hyperbole. Jesus exaggerates to jolt us into 
confronting life-changing challenges. Faced with 
conflicting loyalties, disciples must reorder priorities, 
even relationships, to give Jesus and the gospelôs 
demands first place. Todayôs second reading pre-
sents a real-life example. Paul challenges his 
wealthy convert, Philemon, to welcome back Phile-
monôs runaway slave, Onesimus, whom Paul has 
baptized in prison. Not only with unconditional for-
giveness but with a counter-cultural, world-
shattering change of statusðas an equal. No, even 
moreða beloved brother of Christ. What in my life 
does the Jubilee Year of Mercy challenge me to 
ñhateòðmeaning reform, redo, even utterly re-
vampðso I can give everyone, no conditions, no 
exceptions, shockingly Christ-like love?
