Living Mercy in the  
              Jubilee Year of Mercy 

Last Sundayôs Gospel gave us a tax collectorôs 
beautiful prayer to take with us from this Jubilee 
Year of Mercy. Today, another tax collectorôs en-
counter with Jesus offers a comforting memory to 
cherish, but also a challenging mission to embrace. 
Zacchaeusô short stature (see Luke 19:3) matched 
how contemptible, socially and spiritually, Zacchae-
usô religious acquaintances considered tax collec-
tors to be. Jesus counters that judgment with mer-
cy. Radical sin meet unmerited grace. God seeks 
and finds the lost; a sinnerôs home becomes salva-
tionôs house. The sinner ñquicklyò welcomes salva-
tion ñwith joyò (19:6), while the righteous grumble 
judgmentally at Godôs mercy. Mercy challenges us, 
too. Like Zacchaeus, we have been sought and 
found by Jesus, called by name to welcome Jesus 
into our heartôs home. Therefore, we must go forth 
from this Jubilee Year of Mercy as ñmissionaries of 
mercyò, seeking our fellow sinners with Jesus, re-
ceiving them with joy as cherished brothers and 
sisters, and joyfully offering our judgment-free hos-
pitality as Jesusô own ñWelcome home!ò

SS. ROBERT & WILLIAM SCHOOL: Meet Mr. 
Daniel MacGregor, he teaches Latin to students in 
grades 7-8. Here is his mission: The mission of our 
Latin class is to build an understanding and appre-
ciation of the language, culture, and history of the 
ancient Mediterranean world. In the process of do-
ing so, students will also begin to see their own lan-
guage and culture through a new lens. Latin class 
looks at ancient languages in a way that deliberate-
ly reflects back on modern languages, and this 
helps students to see the structure of their own lan-
guage with greater clarity. Through studying the 
Roman world in the centuries before and after the 
mortal life of Jesus, students can gain an accurate 
picture of what that world was like, and they can 
see more clearly how that culture and history influ-
enced the development of the Catholic Church in 
the millennia since. Another objective is to allow 
students, through a close study of ancient life, to 
appreciate the immense diversity as well as similar-
ity to be found across oceans of time and space. 
Perhaps most importantly, this classroom will be a 
stage in which students practice the values of re-
spect and discipline.

Zacchaeus went out of his way to get a better look 
at Jesus. This changed his life. To his surprise,  
Jesus invited himself over to become more  

acquainted. He changed from being a selfish taker 
to being a generous giver. When families take time 
to know one another better, Jesus reveals himself 
more clearly and can heal problems and relation-
ships.
