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FROM THE DESK OF OUR PASTORAL ASSOCIATE 
 
 
 
 

As Fr. Sal, Ben Koval, and I conduct the Liturgical Ministers Retreat this week-
end my thoughts naturally turn to the Mass.  As we look to renew and deepen 
our appreciation of the Mass among those who serve in a special way during 
liturgy, I want to extend to you the same opportunity by offering a few reflections 
here.  With Holy Week beginning in just seven days, what better time to consid-
er anew the awesome gift that the Lord gave us. 
 

Jesus Himself, during the Bread of Life discourse, said: 
 
 Amen, amen, I say to you, unless you eat the flesh of the Son of Man  
 and drink his blood, you do not have life within you. (John 6:53) 
 
Wow!  How can we not want to be part of this spiritual meal when this is the case?  So, like Simon 
Peter, we are to respond: 
 
 You have the words of eternal life. (John 6:68) 
 
Now, consider this from the Catechism of the Catholic Church: 
 

The Eucharist is "the source and summit of the Christian life." "The other sacraments, and 
indeed all ecclesiastical ministries and works of the apostolate, are bound up with the Eucha-
rist and are oriented toward it. For in the blessed Eucharist is contained the whole spiritual 
good of the Church, namely Christ himself, our Pasch." (1324) 
 

And this: 
 

ñAt the Last Supper, on the night he was betrayed, our Savior instituted the Eucharistic sacri-
fice of his Body and Blood. This he did in order to perpetuate the sacrifice of the cross 
throughout the ages until he should come again, and so to entrust to his beloved Spouse, 
the Church, a memorial of his death and resurrection: a sacrament of love, a sign of unity, a 
bond of charity, a Paschal banquet 'in which Christ is consumed, the mind is filled with grace, 
and a pledge of future glory is given to us.' ñ (1323) 
 

This gives us much to think about.  Memorialéloveéunityé charityébanquet.  As we approach 
the end of Lent and enter into the holiest time on our liturgical calendar, let us pray that we all take 
to heart the call inherent in the Celebration of the Holy Sacrifice of the Mass. 
 
And what better time to increase our appreciation for the Mass!  I encourage everyone to attend the 
Mass of the Lordôs Supper on Holy Thursday.  It is a special time when we recall the very first Mass 
the evening before Christôs Passion.  Please join us for this solemn and beautiful celebration and 
bring a friend!
