I love that holidays have a way of bringing people together from family that we may 
see often, to those that we do not, the friends we rarely see to those who we consider 
like family.  Our homes become more full, we celebrate with love, we gather, we em-
brace, we share food and share our stories.  Holidays hold a special place in our 
lives, and in the life of our Church. 
 
And so, this Easter, we too may see people here in our church who we do not see 

often, we will catch up with old friends, and connect again with those who are like family to us.  Our pews will 
be more full, we will celebrate God’s love, we will gather, embrace, share the precious Body and Blood of our 
Lord, and share our story of salvation…we will be ever more the Church that God dreams we can be. 
 
Whether you are here every week, or a couple of times a year, we are a family.  A family that gathers on this 
day to celebrate the fact that God sent us a Savior, to live, to die and to rise again, all out of love for us.  We 
gather as a family, the devout, the lapsed, the popular, the lonely, the rich, the poor, the self-assured and the 
meek.
