So it was Christ himself who desired to give authority in the
church—"the keys to the kingdom of heaven"—to a human leader. Peter
was thus established as the first pope. He exercised a special kind of
headship, within the community of the apostles and the church at large,
because Jesus gave him the power to do so, not because Peter claimed it
for himself. And so too every pope since, right down to our Holy Father
today, exercises this unique leadership within the Church. Today, may
we give thanks for the pope and pray for him as he strives to lead all of
us closer and closer to Christ.
